During worship in the summertime we have our PrayGround. This is a dedicated room in our 
Christian Education wing that is set up just for them. There are stations to read, create art, build, 
and pray through play. Children will begin their time in worship and come forward for the 
children’s message as we usually do, but instead of attending Sunday School they will go to the 
PrayGround to learn, create, and explore. This room is open to any child 4 years old through 5th 
grade. If your child prefers to stay with you in worship, activity baskets with crayons and activity 
sheets are located at the back of the Sanctuary.  Nursery care is available for those attending 
services at 9:00 am or 11:00 am in the nursery room.  To find the nursery room, please exit the 
front of the Sanctuary to the right of the altar area, go up the steps and turn left.  You will find it at 
the end of the hall on the left.
